Kady Fleckenstein, Executive Director of the Santa Maria Valley Wine Country Association, an advocacy group that supports and promotes the efforts of winemakers and winegrowers in the Santa Maria Valley appellation, says of the honor, “For years, we have recognized that Santa Maria is ideally suited to the production of great Pinot Noir. It’s great to garner praise on a national level for our local Pinot Noirs, but we have believed in them for a very long time.”
